	Calendar  Make a calendar for your child’s room.  You can find blank templates on the Internet, or create your own.  Talk about how the week starts on Sunday, that there are 7 days in a week, and that the number of days in a month changes.
	Capacity  Explore the concept of capacity by showing your child how big a c0-up is, and compare the cup to a pint, quart and gallon.  Have her pour water into a cup and see how many cups it takes to fill the pint, etc…
	Fruit Fractions  Teach your child about ½ , 1/3, and ¼ by cutting up apples, oranges, kiwis, etc… into different sections.  Be sure to point out that the pieces must be equal or they are not fractions!
	Bar Graph  If everyone in your family does chores, at the end of each week, make a bar graph to show how many chores each family member has completed.  Be sure your graph has a title, and numbers up the side and the chores across the bottom.
	Greater Than/Less Than  Grab some sidewalk chalk, and get outside!  Write two numbers on the pavement, and ask your child to put the  greater than > symbol or the less than < symbol between the numbers.  Ex:  23>16, or 34<43.  Use numbers that are appropriate for your child’s age.

	ABC Order  Choose 5-10 words from the book your child is reading, and write the words on index cards.  Ask her to put the words in alphabetical order.  You may need to write out the alphabet on a paper for her reference.  Choose words that all have a different beginning letter so that the activity is not too complicated.
	Verbs  Talk to your child about what a verb is (an action word), and ask her to find at least 5 of them in the book she’s reading.  Every sentence has a verb, so she should be able to find them without too much difficulty!  Ask her to use her verbs in a new sentence (aloud or written).
	Tongue Twisters  Tongue twisters are formally known as alliterations.  Ask your child to find several words in her book that begin with the same letter.  Ask her to use the words together to make a silly tongue twister of her own! 

 Ex: tiny, turtle, tree, tickle
“The tiny turtle tickled the tree”.
	Vocabulary Enrichment  Increase your child’s vocabulary with a fun online game!  Go to www.bigiqkids.com  It is a free website where your child can play Vocabulary and Spelling games.
	Letter Writing  Summer is the perfect time to get out the stationery and write a letter to Grandma and Grandpa, or maybe to another relative or a friend that has moved away.  A friendly letter has 5 main parts:  Date, Salutation (Dear ___,), Body of Letter, Closing (Your Friend,) and Signature.   Show your child how to properly address an envelope and where to place the stamp and  the return address.
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
