	Mental Math Teach your child how to add 9 to any number with this simple trick:  If she wants to add 37 + 9 in her head, tell her to add 10, then subtract 1.  So, she would go from 37 to 47, then back one number to 46.  There are many adults that may find this trick helpful as well!  (
	Make 25 cents Take a big piece of paper, and fold it into 9 sections.  Challenge your child to find as many ways as she can to make 25 cents.  You might want to let her use real coins to work it out.  When she finds a way to make 25 cents, she can write a Q, D, N, or P for quarter, dime, nickel and penny in one section of the paper.
	Skip Count by 10’s  Teach your child to count by 10’s, beginning on 10.  See how high she can go!  Once she masters that, ask her to try skip counting by 10’s beginning on other numbers, such as 7 (7, 17, 27…).  This is a great skill for many areas of Math!
	Even/Odd Numbers

Show your child that even numbers always have a “partner” by finding things in pairs (socks, gloves, eyes, etc.).  Chant: “2, 4, 6, 8, meet me at the garden gate”.  Point out that even numbers all END with a 2, 4, 6, 8, or 0.  Play hopscotch with only even numbers, and play another day with only odd numbers.
	Ordinal Numbers

 Be sure your child understands the ordinal numbers (first, second, third, fourth, fifth, sixth, seventh, eighth, ninth, tenth…) by asking her to get the third book on a shelf (left to right!) or to place a fifth item in the grocery cart.  Older children could learn to spell these words as well.

	Reading Comprehension strategy:  Text to Self
As your child is reading her book (or as you read to your child), ask her to try to make connections from the text to her own life.   Ex: If she was reading a book about children who go camping, that might prompt her to remember a camping trip of her own.  Have her write her connection on a sticky note, stick it to the page in her book, and then go back and discuss it with you later.
	Current Event  Kids should know about what’s going on in the world, but newspapers are too difficult for young children to read.  Check out www2.scholastic.com
and click on “Kids” at the top, and then click on “Scholastic News”.  They post a new article almost daily, and they have pictures and sometimes videos to view as well.


	Who? What? Where? Why? When? How?  Tell your child that every good newspaper article answers these basic questions.  Encourage her to answer all of them about an article from yesterday’s Current Event.
	Synonyms  A synonym is a word that has a similar meaning to another word, such as fast and quick.  Give your child a list of words and see how many synonyms she can come up with.  This builds vocabulary which is crucial for reading and writing.  Try these: ran, said, like, nice, good.
	Antonyms  An antonym is a word that is the opposite of another word, such as good/bad, or push/pull.  Do the same activity as yesterday, only today your child must find antonyms for each word.  Try these: whispering, running, cold,  catch, ugly.
