	Ordering Numbers:  Write out several numbers on small index cards.  Ask your child to put them in order.  Keep the numbers small for younger children, but give your older child larger numbers.  Be sure to write numbers such as 12 and 21 or 58 and 85 (often confused), or 123 and 132.  This is an excellent way to check if your child understands the place value of numbers.

	Tallies: Grab a scrap piece of paper and pencil, and head outside!  Ask your child to create a tally for every creature he finds (he could count birds, or small ants on the sidewalk, for example).  Be sure to show your child (if he doesn’t already know) that tally marks are 4 vertical lines, and the 5th line is a diagonal line to make a group of 5.  Discuss why tally marks are easier to count than a large number of vertical lines only.
	Solids Hunt:  Review the different 3-D solids with your child (sphere, cylinder, cube, cone, rectangular prism, pyramid). For older children, you could also include the triangular-based pyramid, hexagonal prism and triangular prism.  Go on a Solids Hunt around your house (inside and out) and see how many examples of solids you can find.  Some ideas to get you started: sphere: ball, gumball, cylinder: toilet paper roll, soup can, cube: dice, cone: ice-cream cone, party hat, rectangular prism: tissue box, cereal box, pyramid: rooftop.
	Word Problem:  Help your child create a subtraction word problem of his own.  You may have to get him started by helping him think of a subject (frogs, friends, jellybeans, etc…)  An example of a subtraction word problem would be: There were 8 boys playing at the house.  3 boys had to go home for dinner.  How many boys were left?
	Play Store:  Gather a variety of small items around the house (small toys, fancy pencils, stickers, etc…) Determine a price for each item (under $1.00) and make price tags for each item.  Give your child some money (real or play money, in coins) and ask him to pretend he’s at a store and he wants to buy all the items.  Help him as he counts out his change to buy each item.  Older children could buy the items using bills, and you could work on the concept of giving change.

	Classics:  Make this week “Classics” week for reading.  Go to your local library and ask the librarian for suggestions of great books that your child might not be familiar with.  Check out several books and read a new one each day!  
	Beatrix Potter:  A personal favorite from my own childhood are the stories by Beatrix Potter. “The Tale of Peter Rabbit” (published in 1901!), “The Tale of Mrs. Tiggy Winkle”, and “The Tale of Mr. Jeremy Fisher”, to name just a few.
	Winnie the Pooh:  The classic book “Winnie the Pooh” is still known by many children today.  If your child is unfamiliar with Winnie, Piglet, Eeyore, Piglet, Kanga and Christopher Robin, pick up this book today!
	20,000 Leagues Under The Sea: Your older child might enjoy reading this book (or having the book read to him).  It is an adventure story of a sea monster.
	The Hunchback of Notre Dame:   This is a classic story of love and jealousy, and it is definitely for older readers.  Quasimodo is such an interesting character!
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
