	Days of the Week: Ask your child to tell you the days of the week in order.  Try it backwards too!  Then, say one day of the week, and ask your child which day comes before that day, and which day comes after that day.
	Area: The concept of area can be difficult for children.  Using square Graham Crackers, ask your child to find the area (the space inside) various flat objects such as a baking sheet, magazine, placemat, etc..
	Grocery Ads:  Gather some grocery store advertisements, and cut out various food items to create a meal.  Using pencil and paper (or a calculator), help your child add up the cost of the groceries.  You can extend this by subtracting any coupons you might find in the ads.  This is also an excellent opportunity to discuss healthy eating with your child!
	A Different Kind of Skip Counting by 10’s:   If your child knows how to count by 10’s (10, 20, 30…), teach her to count by 10’s but beginning on other numbers, such as 8 (8, 18, 28, 38…).  This is a really important skill for such things as mental math and counting money.
	Play Clock: Make a play clock with your child to use as you talk about telling time. You will need a paper plate, some construction paper, and a brass “brad” (available at office supply stores).  Help her number the paper plate like a clock.  Make hands from construction paper, and attach the hands to the paper plate using the brass brad.

	Retell a Story:  Ask your child to retell the last story or book that she read.  Listen for the setting, characters, problem and solution, and important details.  Also, listen for proper sequencing of the story.  If you have any puppets or stuffed animals that are suitable, your child might enjoy using them as props as she does her retell.
	Character Adjectives:  Tell your child that an adjective is a describing word like “pretty” or “shy”.  Discuss the characters in your child’s current book.  See how many adjectives she can come up with to describe each of the characters.
	Biography: Your child can interview someone (a grandparent, neighbor, family friend) and write down important details about their life.  Help your child put these events on a timeline.  Or, your child might prefer writing her own autobiography.
	Tell a Joke!  Find a joke book or research some jokes online.  Tell jokes with your family.  Ask your child to try to explain why the joke is funny. Many jokes are play-on-words and difficult for younger children to really understand.  Here’s one to get you started:  “What kind of hair does an ocean have?”  Answer: “wavy”.  Your child should be able to explain that people can have “wavy” hair, and the ocean has “waves”.  This is a good skill to help with reading comprehension.
	Fantasy vs. Reality:  Discuss the difference between a fantasy story and a real story.  Ask your child to tell you which one describes the book she is currently reading.  Try to think of examples for both Fantasy and Reality (think about other books she has read in the past).
